Sanitation. 

Housekeeping. There are accumulations of cobwebs, dirt, and debris on walls, ceiling, windows, and shelf in the animal 
room. Empty guinea pig enclosures have accumulations of excreta, hay, and old feed. Dried mouse droppings were 
present in two empty enclosures in row 4 on the right side of the room. There were also dried mouse droppings on a 
board on top of row 5 on the right side of the animal room. 
 
Animal rooms must be kept clean and in good repair to protect the guinea pigs and to prevent unnecessary disease risks. 
Ineffective cleaning and housekeeping can expose the guinea pigs to health problems. Correct by ensuring the animal 
premises are kept clean, including: cleaning room surfaces and shelves of cobwebs, dirt, mouse droppings, and debris; 
cleaning and removing old bedding, feed, and excreta from empty guinea pig enclosures; and maintaining a general 
cleanliness to support good animal husbandry and health. Correct by October 10, 2023. 

3.31(c)   

Sanitation. 

Pest control. Mouse droppings were present in two empty enclosures in row 4 and on top of a wooden board above row 5 
on the right side of the animal room. Empty guinea pig enclosures contained old bedding, hay, and old pelleted feed 
which could attract mice and other pests.  
 
Failure to establish and effective pest control program can increase disease risks to the guinea pigs. Licensee must 
establish and maintain an effective pest control program to keep mice and other pest out of the animal room. Correct by 
October 10, 2023.
