Primary enclosures. 

The facility uses carpets in the whelping kennels. In two of the kennels, totaling 1 adult female dog and 4 puppies, the 
edges of the carpets are significantly frayed with long strings of carpet fibers hanging from the sides. Frayed carpet edges 
can potentially be dangerous, as the dogs could chew on or ingest the carpet fibers, or they may wrap around the 
extremities of the dogs resulting in injury. Correct by ensuring that all materials used in the kennels, such as carpeting, 
are closely monitored and replaced when worn, to avoid the potential for injury. Correct by: October 1, 2023.

Veterinary care for dogs. 

The licensee is not following the Program of Vet Care for vaccinations. None of the 29 adult dogs are up to date on all 
three of the required vaccinations (distemper, parvovirus, and rabies). Several dogs have no history of ever receiving 
distemper and parvovirus vaccinations. Others last had a distemper and parvovirus vaccination on March 16, 2022, and 
are therefore overdue. The current Program of Vet Care prescribes for the vaccinations to be performed yearly.
