Facilities, outdoor.

There are two adult opossums in an enclosure that is outside of the primary perimeter fence. These animals do not
currently have a secondary means of containment in the event that they are able to escape from their primary enclosure.
In addition, there is nothing to prevent other animals or people from being able to make contact with these animals. All
outdoor housing facilities must be enclosed by a perimeter fence that is of sufficient height to keep animals and
unauthorized persons out. The fence must be constructed so that it protects the animals in the facility by restricting
animals and unauthorized persons from going through it or under it and having contact with the animals in the facility, and
so that it can function as a secondary containment system for the animals in the facility. Correct by: February 1, 2024.

3.131(a)
Sanitation.

There are several enclosures seen on today's inspection that are not being cleaned as often as necessary to prevent
buildup of excreta.

- One enclosure housing one adult raccoon has an excessive buildup of fecal material in front of a nesting box.

- One enclosure housing one adult fox has an excessive buildup of fecal material on top of the nesting box.

- A row of enclosures housing 12 skunks has soiled bedding that appears brown and wet. There is buildup of brown
organic material smeared on 90% of the surfaces of the white plastic panels that make up the walls of the enclosures.

Accumulations of excreta and wet bedding in enclosures can lead to hazards for the animals contained therein such as
attraction of pests, development of foul odors, and unsanitary living environments. Correct by ensuring excreta be
removed from primary enclosures as often as necessary to prevent these hazards. Correct by: December 22, 2023.
