The facility is not following the written program of veterinary care (PVC) for dogs regarding the sampling and treatment of 
parasites and other pests. 
 
The program of veterinary care (PVC) directs that for intestinal parasites, a sampling of 5 adults annually with a pooled 
sample will be performed. For blood parasites, a sampling of 1 dog per year will be performed. The licensee did not have 
any fecal or heartworm test results available for 2024 or 2025 as was confirmed by the attending veterinarian. 
 
Not performing follow-up tests as directed by the PVC, could lead to undetected problems that can cause illness and 
infection in the dogs. The licensee must follow the program of vet care in accordance with a schedule approved by the 
attending veterinarian for the sampling and treatment of parasites and other pests.
