In addition, 
cobwebs and dust were observed accumulating on the fencing in one enclosure housing one Chocoan Cavy. This 
indicates a living area exists for insects. Potential unsanitary living conditions and health issues exist if the affected areas 
are not kept clean. The licensee must ensure a safe and effective program for the control of insects, ectoparasites, and 
avian and mammalian pests shall be established and maintained.
