Housing facilities, general. 

The sealed barrels that contained the dry diet for the nonhuman primates were sitting directly on the floor. 
 
Failing to properly store food in a proper manner can lead to spoilage, contamination, and vermin infestation. 
 
Food and bedding supplies must be stored off the floor and away from the walls, to allow cleaning underneath and around 
the supplies. To be corrected by the next relicense inspection. 

3.77(f)   

Sheltered housing facilities. 

The perimeter fence failed to meet the required six feet in height. The perimeter fence that surrounds the property is 
approximately 4 feet in height and there was no written variance approved by the Administrator. 
 
Perimeter fences protect nonhuman primates by restricting unauthorized humans and animals the size of dogs, skunks, 
and raccoons from going through it or under it and having contact with the nonhuman primates. 
 
The outdoor area of a sheltered housing facility must be enclosed by a fence that is of sufficient height to keep unwanted 
species out. Fences less than 6 feet high must be approved by the Administrator. To be corrected by the next relicense 
inspection.
