They 
can also get trapped or injured when squeezing through improperly spaced cage bars or injured while roaming outside 
their enclosures unsupervised. Animals can go hungry and dehydrate if left outside of their enclosures with no other 
access to food and water. Primary enclosures shall be structurally sound and maintained in good repair to protect the 
rabbits from injury, to contain them, and to keep predators out.
